 Until the end of the Soviet era, herding was a profitable activity 

sustaining livelihoods in the mountains. Cattle herding has since 

been unregulated and left the land significantly more exposed to 

land erosion. Erosion is now threatening infrastructure such as 

houses, farms, and road networks across the region.
